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For a publication in “Cosmetology Today”, authors are requested to follow these instructions:
Submission

The articles should be submitted electronically (*.doc, *.odf, *.rtf or *.txt. format).

Preparations

Texts should be submitted in Polish or English language, Times New Roman/Times, font size - 12 p, one and a half line spacing, left and right margins of 3 cm, top and bottom margins of 2 cm. The Greek letters should be written using Symbol font.

Title page

The title page should contain a title of publication, full names of all authors, company name and/or professional affiliation and address (included e-mail address). If the work was presented before on a conference or scientific seminar, the date, place and conference/seminar name should be given. The correspondence will be addressed to the author indicated.

Abstract

Short abstract of about 250 words (English and/or Polish) describing work’s thesis, observations and resulting conclusions should be enclosed. 

Chapters and subtitles

The work may be divided into chapters. Using subtitles is strongly recommended. Individual parts should not be numbered. 

Pictures, photos, figures and tables. 

All pictures and photos should be sent electronically, natural (1 : 1) scale, in TIFF (300x300 dpi uncompressed or lzw compression) or JP(E)G (300x300 dpi, maximum quality, standard compression) format. Pictures and photos should be placed in the text or enclosed as separate files (in this case clear indication where in text which picture should be placed is required). Chemical formula should appear in the text and be attached additionally as separate *.tif or *.jpg files. Formula drawn using ACD/ChemSketch are preferred. Table and figures should be drawn in Microsoft Office/ Open Office programs respectively and placed in the text. Source files should be enclosed. All graphic elements should contain a short note allowing their understanding without reading the text.

References

Table of contents should include only the works, which are strictly connected with publication topic. References should be cited numerically (system Vancouver, between square brackets, i.e. [1], [2], [3] etc.), according to the order in which they appear in the article. Abbreviations of magazines’ titles should be in accordance to Index Medicus or Chemical Abstracts if the magazine does not appear in the Index.

Chemical Nomenclature

The names of chemical compounds should be referred to in accordance with Geneva Nomenclature. Using technical names in combination with INCI names (in brackets) is acceptable. Trade names are permissible in order to specify the source of raw material, always with chemical, technical or INCI name given.
